Medal ceremonies will take 
place on the final day at  Breezy Bend. 
 
We highly encourage athletes to download the Golf Genius app to their smartphones. World 
Police & Fire Games 2023 will be the name of the event on the smartphone application. This 
will be used for the purposes of scoring the golf competit ion. If athletes do not have a
