Practice  
There will be a practice day on Saturday, July 29, 2023, at the  St. Charles Rifle Range. The 
practice will be held between 10:00 and 16:00. 
 
Range Check in and Rifle Inspection  
Equipment inspection will take place on the practice day. In the case you are not able to 
attend the practice day please leave ample time on the morning of competitions for your 
equipment check.  
 
Competition Schedule 
The competition will run from 08:00 - 18:00 daily.  
Your daily schedule breakdown is as follows:  
July 30: 300's 
July 31: 400's, 500's, 600's 
 
Sport Equipment 
WPFG will not be providing Shooting Mats, please provide your own if you are planning to use 
one. 
 
Competitors will have to bring their own firearms for all rifle disciplines.

Ammunition  
Maximum bullet weight authorized for calibers used by competitors entered in the Large 
Bore Rifle Event at the 2023 World Police and Fire Games: 

● .223/5.56 mm:         80 grains 
● .243/6 mm:              115 grains 
● .264/6.5 mm:          140 grains 
● .284 /7 mm:          175 grains 
● .308/7.62 mm:         168 grains 
● .303 Brit:                  180 grains

Equipment Storage 
RBC Convention Centre (375 York Avenue, Winnipeg) will have supervised, secured and 
staffed firearms storage (room 2G) for the duration of the event. Storage will be free of 
charge for the athletes competing in Rifle Large Bore. Storage will be open July 26 until 
August 7, 2023.  
 
On the day of the competition, athletes will pick up their firearms and ammunition from the 
storage facility and be transported to the venue. Upon return, athletes will once again secure 
their firearms and any remaining ammunition in the lockup until they depart Winnipeg. 2023 
WPFG Host Society will not be transporting a firearm on behalf of an athlete.  
 
Storage will be under 24/7 armed security. Athlete`s accreditation or Passport AND Non-
Resident Firearm Declaration Form (RCMP5589) or Canadian PAL (Possession and 
Acquisition License) will serve as documents accepted to drop off/pick up firearms at the 
storage.

Transportation  
As part of your Accreditation, you will be granted free access to Winnipeg Transit services, 
which is perfect for getting around to different attractions throughout the city as well as the 
majority of our competition venues.

As this venue is located outside the Winnipeg Transit footprint, WPFG will provide a 
dedicated Athlete Shuttle which will depart from the RBC Convention Centre Transportation 
Hub.

Parking  
There is parking available at St. Charles Military Rifle Range, however please note that WPFG 
accreditation must be shown in order to park.

Centre and receive their credentials no later than the day before their competition begins.
