Sport Equipment 

● Uniforms must conform to World Rugby standards.  No tear-away jerseys.  
● Boots may have studs (cleats). They must be circular, securely fastened to the boots 

and of the following dimensions:  
○ Length (max): 18 mm (measured from sole)    
○ Diameter at  base: 13 mm (min)
