Pre Competition Meeting 
Your Mandatory Pre Competition Meeting information is as follows:  
Date: August 5 
Time: 08:00 (Full Firefighter Gear athletes only) 
Location: 300 Main Street 
 
The mandatory pre-competition meeting will take place at the venue one hour before the 
Full Firefighter Gear (FFG) race to inspect turnout gear. If your turnout gear does not meet 
NFPA 1971 standards, equipment will be provided for you. 
 
Competition Schedule 
Saturday August 5: Inspection of the turnout gear will take place at 08:00. The Full 
Firefighter Gear (FFG) competition will take place first, at 09:00 (individual and teams) 
followed by the sport gear competition at 12:05 (individual and teams). 
 
Competition will start by age category in ascending order. Athletes in the 18+ age category 
will race first. After each athlete in this category completes the stair race, athletes in the 30+ 
age category will race and so on. This process will repeat for the sport gear race.

Athletes are required to arrive early to the venue to ensure that they do not miss their race 
t ime.  

● Athletes competing in the Full Firefighter Gear (FFG) competit ion, please arrive at  
the venue at  8:00am for gear inspection.  

● Athletes competing in the sport  gear competit ion, please arrive at  the venue at  
11:00am as the competit ion will start  at  12:05pm. Please be in the staging area 10 
minutes prior to your scheduled racing t ime. 

 
Sport Equipment 
For athletes competing in the 'sport gear' event, it is recommended to wear shorts, t-shirt, 
and athletic shoes.  
 
Athletes competing in the Full Firefighter Gear (FFG) race are required to provide their own 
turnout coats, pants, and helmet. All Firefighter equipment must meet NFPA 1971 standards. 
If your agency does not meet those standards, equipment will be provided if notification is 
made prior to the registration deadline. To notify the Host Society on equipment needs, 
please email stairrace@wpfg2023.com  with the subject line Equipment Request, and in the 
email include: your name, home country, size, and agency.  
 
Modification of turnout coats or any other equipment is prohibited.  
 
Other equipment that is the athletes' responsibility is an entry helmet and entry boots.  
 
A SCBA breathing apparatus will be provided for athletes by the Host Society. Gloves are 
optional in this competition. 
 
Additional Sport Info rmation  
During the Full Firefighter Gear (FFG) race, any removal of equipment will result in an 
immediate disqualification. 
 
Timing chips will be used to record athletes’ times.
